MAKING A CALL

When the phone is in stand-by mode, you can
make a phone call by keying in the area code and
phone number and pressing .

To make an international call, first enter the
prefix (+) by pressing twice, then enter the
country code, the area code (without the first
number) and then the phone number. Start the
call by pressing .

To erase incorrect numbers, press BH# Clear as
many times as needed. To cancel the operation,
erase all the numbers which you have keyed in.

When a call is connected, you will see the Calling
animation. Depending on settings you may also
see the receiver’s name, number, or image, or
counter for call duration or cost.

REDIALING

To redial a phone number, press h, select the

You can have several quick dial numbers stored in
the phone.

To quick dial a phone number, press the desired
alphanumeric key, and hold it down for a few sec-
onds.

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MAKING A CALL TO THE NUMBER
CONTAINING WILDCARDS

There may be stored contact numbers that con-
tain wildcards (question marks).

You can iniate the call normally by pressing L}
When the text field opens up, replace the blinking
wildcards by keying in the actual numbers.

You can transfer audio to Loudspeaker, Bluetooth,
Headset or Carkit.

You can also transfer audio by pressing &N for
desired option. Available options depend on the
external audio devices that are currently connect-
ed and active on the phone.

e To end (disconnect) the active call, press =
If there is another call on hold, it will become
an active call automatically.

You can also select functions through the options

list by pressing 8.
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- Answer: Answers the waiting call and puts
the active call on hold.

- Drop: Drops the waiting call, and continues
with the already active call.

- Replace: Ends the active call and answers
the waiting call.

Note that you can have only two calls at once:
One active call and one call on hold. You cannot
answer the third incoming call without dropping
either one of the previous calls. Conference call
acts like a one call and can be put on hold, as
well.

SWAPPING CALLS

If you have two voice calls, one active and one on
hold, you can switch back and forth between the
calls.

To activate the held call, press W&l or ™R Swap.

To end (disconnect) the active call, press =2 o
End.

You can also select functions through the options
list by pressing @.

CONNECTING CALLERS
Transfer calls: You can connect the active call and
the held call together and drop yourself out.

Join calls: You can form a conference call with up
to 5 members. Through the options list you can
e.g. transfer audio to external device, put the
conference call on hold, extract a member out of
the conference call for private call or reshape the
group: add or drop members.

DATA CALLS

If the other call is data call, switching between
the calls is not possible. In order to receive wait-
ing data call you have to disconnect the active
call.

e To access more options, press 8. You can e.g.
store the number as a new contact or edit

DIALLED CALLS

The list of dialled calls shows the last 30 dialled
calls, in reverse chronological order. If you have
called to the same number more than once, only
the last call will be shown.

e You can make a call to the number by pressing

Save.

e To access more options, press 8. You can e.qg.
store the number as a new contact or replace
and change stored numbers in the Contacts,
write a message to the caller, check the
details of the call (i.e. the phone number of
the contact), remove information of this sin-
gle call, or remove information of selected
calls listed in this log.

Counters

CALL COUNTERS
You can check duration of the last call, combined
duration of all dialled calls, and combined dura-
tion of all received calls. In order to reset the call
counters, you must key in the phone lock code.
Then press %= ok.

CALL COSTS

You can check call costs for last call and all calls.
The costs will be displayed in units or some cur-
rency. It depends on Advice of Charge settings,
which format is used. For more information, see
advice of charge on page 52.

In order to reset call costs, you must key in the
PIN2 code. Then press =& Ok.

GPRS COUNTERS

You can check the amount of data received or
sent via GPRS. The amount of data is shown in ki-
lobytes.

In order to reset the GPRS counters, you must
key in the phone lock code. Then press Ok.
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Communications

This log includes all incoming and outgoing com-
munications, such as received, dialled, and
missed calls, received and sent SMS, GPRS traf-
fic, and dialled, received and missed data calls.
The events are listed in reverse chronological or-
der. Different communication types are separated
from each other by icons.

You can open an event to check it's details by
pressing "== Open.

If the highlighted event contains a phone number,
you can make a call to it by pressing .

To access more options, press 8. You can e.g.
store the number in the Contacts, write a message
and send it to the number, filter (sort) events by
their type/phone number/moving direction, set
log duration e.g. for how many days the log will
collect information of events, or delete entire log.

EDITING CONTACT INFORMATION

Once the basic information (e.g. name) is saved,
you can view, add, edit or remove information
fields of the contact afterwards.

Select a contact from the contact list. Press @
and select Edit. Highlight the field that you wish
to edit, and when you are ready, press Save.

Through the options list, you can also add or re-
move fields, or set picture or ringing tone to as-
sociate the contact. Press @ and select the
desired option.

When selecting a picture or a tone for the contact,
pick up the desired option from the list and press
©. The ringing tone and the picture will be used
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when you make a call to the contact or the con-
tact calls you.

To view the attached picture, press & to the
right.

CALLING TO A CONTACT NUMBER

You can make a call to a contact. Highlight a con-
tact name and press . Note that there must be
at least one phone number associated with the
contact name.

VIEWING DETAILS OF A CONTACT ENTRY

WRITING A MESSAGE TO A CONTACT

You can write a message to a contact. Select a
contact from the contact list. Press @ and select
Write message. Select SMS, MMS or E-mail. A text
buffer with selected destination number or ad-
dress opens up for you to process the message.

SENDING CONTACT INFORMATION TO
SOMEONE

You can send selected contact information to
someone via SMS, MMS, Bluetooth or E-mail.

Select a contact from the contact list. Press @
and select Send contact. Select a carrier and add
the destination number or address, if needed.
Sending information via Bluetooth requires that
there is an established connection to some other
Bluetooth device.
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DUPLICATING CONTACT

You can make a duplication of a saved contact en-
try. Select a contact from the contact list. Press
B and select Duplicate. The contact will be dupli-
cated and added to the contact list, also including
serial number at the end of the contact name.

COPYING A CONTACT TO SIM CARD
You can copy a contact, several contacts, or all
contacts to SIM card. Select a contact from the
contact list. Press 8 and select Copy to SIM... You
can select all contacts for copying or pick up sep-
arately the contacts that you want to copy. Press
Copy. After successful copying, Copied to SIM
notification will be displayed.

You cannot copy empty contact entries i.e. con-
tacts with no numbers to SIM card nor edit an ex-
isting entry so that it becomes empty.

Note also, that if there are several numbers
stored for a contact, the number in Mobile field is
the one that is copied to SIM card. If this field
doesn’t exist, the first existing number is copied
instead.

Extended features for contacts

You have access to these options: Groups, Quick
dialing and SIM phonebook. You can select the de-
sired option by pressing 8.

FORMING GROUPS

You can form a new group, reshape existing
groups or delete them. You can rename the
group, add or remove members of the group and
specify mutual ringing tone to the group mem-
bers.

Press B to select an option. Press B to save
changes that you have made.

STORING QUICK DIALING NUMBERS

You can select 7 contact numbers for quick dialing
entries 2...7 and 9. When in stand-by mode,
pressing the corresponding alphanumeric key for
a few seconds launches a call to the phone num-
ber, that is assigned to the entry.

To add a contact for the entry, highlight it and se-
lect Assign. Then select the desired contact. The
entry will be reserved for the contact number. To
remove a contact from the entry, select Remove.
Then press Yes. The entry will be free for a
new assignment.
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SIM PHONEBOOK

You can add a new SIM contact and view, edit or
delete all the contact entries that are saved in the
SIM card. To process contact entries, press &
and select the desired option.

You can make a call to a contact by highlighting
the desired recipient and pressing &,

You can copy SIM contact entries to the phone’s
own contact list at once.

You can select all contacts for copying or pick up
separately the contacts that you wish to copy to
phone s contact list. Press L — | Copy. After suc-
cessful copying, Copied to contacts notification will
be displayed.

SIM INFO

You can view SIM related information, such as the
maximum amount of phonebook entries that can
be stored in inserted SIM card, how many entries
are already reserved and how many entries are
still free.

Press W= Ok to exit the menu.
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WRITING TEXT

You can enter text using traditional or predictive
text input. You can also choose between small
and capital letters and switch between letters and
numbers.

For alphanumeric and other keys that you need
for writing text, see introducing the phone on page 9.

Character case

The hash key Y. is used to switch between small
and capital letters as well as between letters and
numbers. Press the key until the desired charac-
ter case symbol is dislayed:

ABC Capital letters.

Ahr Select to write words with capital first
letter.

abc Small letters.
123 Writing in numerical mode.

Pressing and holding the hash key can also be
used to switch languages while writing with pre-
dictive text input. See tips for writing texton
page 32.

Traditional text input

With traditional text input, press the alphanumer-
ic keys @@, .. repeatedly until the desired
character is displayed. Note that from each key,
you can get more characters than are visible in
the key label. The available characters depend on
the language you have selected. See selecting
languages on page 49.

Predictive text input

With predictive text input, you need to press a
key only once to get the desired letter. A single
word takes place only after you have entered the
whole word or sufficient amount of letters.

Predictive input is based on built-in dictionary to
which you can also add own words. To use predic-
tive input, first select the phone language in Set-
tings and then choose Predictive input on. See
selecting languages on page 49.

You can turn predictive input on and off also by
pressing while writing.

To turn predictive input off, go to phone settings
and choose Predictive input off or press while
writing.
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When you have entered the whole word, check
the result. If the word jg.correct you can confirm
it by pressing @@ or left/right. You can also
choose another word from dictionary by pressing

Word and confirming your choice by pressing
Lo}

If the ? character is displayed after the word, the
word is not in the dictionary. To add the word to
the dictionary, press Teach. Key in the new
word with traditional input and press &) ok.

Tips for writing text

e To remove a character from text, press =
Clear. Character is removed from the left side
of the cursor. To remove several characters at
once, keep pressing Clear until characters
are removed.

e Special characters can be displayed by press-
ing Star key . Keep pressing the key until
special character grid is displayed. Choose the
desired character by highlighting it and press-
ing @.

e For the most common special characters,
press Star key repeatedly until the
desired character is displayed.

You can key empty space between characters
by pressing @. Note that if you are writing
in numerical character mode, pressing @@ is
used to display the number zero.

To key in a number when not in numeric char-
acter mode, press and hold the corresponding
alphanumeric key or press the key shortly as
many times as needed until the number is dis-
played.

To write a compound word with predictive
input, key in the first Ert of the word and
confirm it by pressing right. They key in
the second part and confirm it by pressing

To change the writing language while writiﬁ
with predictive input, press the hash key

for a few seconds until a list of available lan-
guages is displayed. Select the desired lan-
guage by highlighting it and pressing @. The
symbol for selected language is displayed in
the title field.
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MESSAGING

Press ®, select Messaging. To enter the menu grid
while in idle state, you can also press B.

With this application you can create, edit, send,
store, receive and view text messages (SMS),
multimedia messages (MMS), E-mail messages
(E-mail) and cell broadcast messages on the
phone. You can also manage text messages on
SIM card.

The application consists of the following folders:
New message, Inbox, My folders, Drafts, Sent, Out-
box, Mailbox, Cell broadcast, Sim messages, Reports
and Templates.

You can scroll the list with & up/down and select
currently highlighted folder by pressing @.

To access options of the selected folder, press @.

You can cancel the operation and return to the
previous menu level by pressing Back.

To exit the application, press =¥ Exit.

Creating a new message
First select what kind of a message you want to
create: Text message (SMS), Multimedia message
(MMS), or E-mail message (E-mail).

SMS
SMS.

Select the message type by pressing @.
editor can also be selected by pressing

CREATING AND SENDING AN SMS

Write the message text in the text field. You can
move from a data field to another by pressing
up/down.

Add recipient(s): Press ™= Add. Or, press @
and select Add recipient. Scroll and select one or
more contacts to whom you wish to send the mes-
sage. To make a shortcut to a contact, press the
alphanumerical key corresponding the first letter
in the desired contact name. The cursor automat-
ically moves to highlight the first contact that be-
gins with that letter.

If sending succeeded, a notification Message sent
will be displayed, and the message will be found
in the Sent folder later on.
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CREATING AND SENDING AN MMS

Write the message text in the content field. You

can move from a data field to another by pressing
up/down.

Add recipient(s): Highlight recipient field, press

Add. Or, press @ and select Add recipient.
Scroll and select one or more contacts, to whom
you wish to send the message.

Insert pictures and sound clips: Highlight content
field, press @ and select Insert, and then select
the desired option.

If you wish to remove already inserted object, se-
lect Remove and then the object: Picture, Sound, or
Slide. Confirm your choice.

The sound clip is indicated by sound indicator on
title area, and the picture takes over the space on
the top of the message text.

Only one picture and one sound clip can be insert-
ed in one slide. A new slide is automatically in-
serted in the MMS when needed, but you can
select it from the options list, as well. You can
scroll from a slide to another by pressing -] up/
down.

You can preview the message, press 8 and select
Preview.

To send the message, highlight the content field
and press Send, or press @ and select Send.

If the sending has succeeded, a Message sent no-
tification will be displayed, and the message will
be found in the Sent folder later on.

CREATING AND SENDING AN E-MAIL
Write the message text in the text field.

Add recipient(s): Press ™= Add. Or, press @ and
select Add recipient. Scroll and select one or more
contacts, to whom you wish to send the message.

Insert attachments: Press 8 and select Insert.
Then select the desired option, e.g. note (text
file), picture or sound clip.

An E-mail containing an attachment is indicated
by attachment indicator with number tag on title
area. Otherwise attachments are not shown in the
message.

If you wish to remove an attachment from the E-
mail, press @ and select Attachment, Remove and
then the object that you want to remove. Confirm
your choice by pressing Yes.
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To send the message, highlight the text field and
press W=R Send, or press @ and select Send.

If the sending has succeeded, a Message sent no-
tification will be displayed, and the message will
be found in the Sent folder later on.

ABOUT MAILBOXES

If there is no mailbox set at all, E-mails cannot be
sent. If you have more than one mailbox set, the
default mailbox is used for sending E-mail mes-
sages.

SENDING AN SMS OR E-MAIL WITH
PRE-DEFINED SETTINGS

You can view a list of sending profiles pre-defined
in Settings. Press @ and select Send options.

To send the message with some other than the
default SMS profile, select a profile from the list
and press ¥R Send.

INSERTING TEMPLATE FOR AN SMS OR MMS

You can use ready-made template text for SMS
and MMS. Highlight the text field. Press @ and
select Insert template. Scroll to the desired tem-
plate and press @.

CONCATENATED SMS MESSAGES

There is a counter for remaining characters (i.e.
how much space you still have for a normal size
SMS) and number of pages.

The maximum amount of characters in one SMS
sending is 160. You can write longer messages,
but in that case the SMS will be sent in several
parts and each part will be charged separately, as
one SMS.

If you do not want to send the message, press
No.

IF CREATING OR SENDING OF A MESSAGE
FAILS

The reason for SMS failure can be, e.g. invalid
phone number, missing network or unknown er-
ror.

The reason for MMS failure can be e.g. unsupport-
ed object type or file format or oversized MMS.
The maximum file size for outgoing MMS is 100
Kb, and if the limit about to be exceeded, an alert
notification is shown.

The reason for E-mail failure can be e.g. unsup-
ported file type or file format or oversized E-mail.
There is a file size limit for outgoing E-mail, and
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if the limit about to be exceeded, an alert notifi-
cation is shown.

The reason for sending failure can also be invalid
settings. See more information on messaging
settings on page 53.

In case of a failure in sending, the message will
be moved to Outbox and labeled with sending sta-
tus Failed, including recipient that did not receive
the message.

SAVING AN SMS OR MMS AS DRAFT

Create the message. You can save the message
as draft as long as the recipient field is blank. To
save the message, press Save. Confirm your
choice by pressing Yes.

If the memory is full, a notification informs you
that you cannot save the message. You will have
to free some memory before saving is possible.

LISTING AND SAVING OBJECTS THAT MMS
CONTAINS

You can have a list of objects that an MMS con-
tains. Then you can select an object in order to
view, save or remove it. Press 8 and select Ob-
jects. Highlight and select the desired option.

Objects can be saved on phone’s memory or
memory card. Select destination memory and
folder and press ®=& Save.

LISTING AND SAVING ATTACHMENTS THAT E-
MAIL CONTAINS

You can have a list of attachments that an E-mail
contains. Then you can select an attachment in
order to view, save (if the E-mail is received), in-
sert (if the E-mail is created) or remove it. Press
O and select Attachments. Highlight and select the
desired option.

E-mail attachments can also be saved on phone’s
memory or memory card. Select destination
memory and folder and press "= Save.

VIEWING DETAILS OF A MESSAGE

You can view details of any message by pressing
O and selecting Details. Details may include e.g.
sender, recipients, subject, date, time, type and
size.
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Inbox

Inbox lists almost all types of incoming messag-
es: Text messages (SMS), multimedia messages
(MMS), and Bluetooth messages. Messages are
sorted in reverse chronological order and unread
messages are located at the top of the list. Only
E-mails and reports are listed elsewhere.

Different message types are separated from each
other by icons. Details, such as the sender, time
stamp, subject or beginning of the message text,
are also shown.

MAKING A CALL

If the message contains a phone number, you can
make a call to the sender of the message by high-
lighting the message and pressing . Confirm
your choice by pressing Yes.

If the message contains a phone number and it is
highlighted, you can make a call to that number
by pressing E and then Yes.

OPENING A MESSAGE

You can open a message for viewing its content
by highlighting the message and pressing
Open. Or, you can press 8 and select Open.

You can view contents of all messages in the list,
one after another, by opening a message and
then pressing 2 left/right until the first/last
message in the list.

Options for opened SMS or MMS message

To access special options available for opened
text message or multimedia message, press @.
Note that some of the following options are avail-
able only under some circumstances: e.g. if the
message contains web address, coordinates,
phone number, E-mail address, sound or picture,
if the number string or item is highlighted, if the
message is received, or if the message is either
an SMS or MMS.

e Reply: You can set sender of the message as
recipient of the new message.

e Forward: You can copy the message text to a
new message. Note that if the message is an
MMS containing ringing tone, MIDI or Java
installation packet, you cannot forward the
message.

e Save to contacts: You can pick up highlighted
phone number, E-mail address or web address
that the message contains and save it to con-
tacts. If no number is highlighted in the mes-
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sage, you can pick up the sender of the
message to contacts.

Objects: You can view, save or remove objects
if the message is an MMS and contains
objects.

Find: You can search for phone numbers, E-
mail addresses, web (URL) addresses and
coordinates from the message text, and high-
light them by pressing @ . When there are
highlighted items in the message body, you
can choose several options depending upon
the type of the item. Press @ and choose to:

- Goto URL: You can open browser and go to
highlighted web address.

- Add to bookmarks: You can add highlighted
web address to browser bookmarks.

- View on map: You can view the location on
map (according to highlighted coordinates).

- Setas destination: You can set highlighted
coordinates as destination.

- Save as waypoint: You can save highlighted
coordinates as waypoint.

- Write message...: You can send a message to
highlighted phone number or E-mail
address.

- Play sound: You can play sound object if the
message is an MMS and contains one.

- Viewimage: You can view and save picture if
the message is an MMS and contains one.

e Hide found items: You can remove highlights
from the message text.

e Move to folder: You can move the message to a
folder.

e Details: You can view details of the message.

o Delete: You can delete the message.

REPLYING TO A MESSAGE

You can reply to a message shown in the list by
highlighting it and pressing 8. Then select the
option Reply.

If the message is an SMS or MMS, sender’s name
or phone number is automatically set as recipient.

If you have opened the message for reading and
you wish to reply to it immediately, press =y Re-
ply. The sender of the message becomes recipient
of the new message.
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SENDING REPLY TO MULTIPLE RECIPIENTS
You can reply to a message and send the reply to
multiple recipients. Highlight the message, press
O and select Reply... Press 8 and select either
To sender or To all.

FORWARDING AN SMS OR MMS
Note that MMS messages may only be forwarded
as such, you cannot edit the message itself.

Add recipient(s): Highlight recipient field, press

Add. Or, press @ and select Add recipient.
Scroll and select one or more contacts, to whom
you want to send the message.

To send the message, highlight the content field
and press " Send, or press @ and select Send.

If sending succeeded, a notification Message sent
will be displayed, and the message will be found
in the Sent folder later on.

MOVING A MESSAGE TO A FOLDER

You can move a message to a folder by highlight-
ing it and pressing @. Then select the option Move
tofolder. Select the desired folder and confirm you
choice by pressing Ok. For creating new fold-
ers see my folders on page 40.

MOVING SEVERAL MESSAGES TO A FOLDER
You can move several messages to a folder at
once. Press 8. Then select the option Move many...
You can move all messages that the folder con-
tains or check off separately the messages that
you want to move. Confirm you choice by press-
ing &= Move.

VIEWING DETAILS OF A MESSAGE

You can view details of any message by pressing
B and selecting Details. Details may include e.g.
sender, recipients, subject, date, time, type and
size.

DELETING A MESSAGE

You can delete a message by highlighting it and
pressing 8. Then select the option Delete. Con-
firm your choice by pressing Yes.

DELETING SEVERAL MESSAGES AT ONCE

You can delete several messages at once. In the
message list, press B. Then select the option De-
lete many... You can delete all messages that the
folder contains or check off separately the mes-
sages that you want to delete. Confirm you choice
by pressing Yes.
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Bluetooth messages

The Bluetooth messages can be business cards
(vCards), pictures, calendar entries (vCalendar)
or notes.

In order to receive Bluetooth messages, you may
have to accept the connection, before you can re-
ceive data via Bluetooth.

Bluetooth messages are listed in Inbox and indi-
cated with (= icon, Bluetooth as a sender, time
stamp, and the file name or type of the data (e.g.
business card) as a subject.

You can save the message, move it to folder,
check details of the message or delete the mes-
sage. To access these options, press @ or .

Note that you cannot make a call to the sender of
the message if the message is received via Blue-
tooth.

To close the message and return to the previous
menu level, press Back.

My folders

You can create and edit folders for storing mes-
sages, such as text messages (SMS), multimedia
messages (MMS), E-mail and Bluetooth messag-
es.

In My folders main view you can open, rename or
delete folders by pressing @.

In the folder view you can open, move, check or
delete messages.

To create a new folder, highlight New folder and
select it. Key in the name of the folder and press
Save.

Drafts

If you create a message or part of it and save it
without sending, it is handled as draft and stored
in the Drafts folder.

In the Drafts folder you can have all 3 types of
message: Text messages (SMS), multimedia
messages (MMS) and E-mails.

You can edit and send messages, check details of
messages or delete messages. To access options,
press 8.
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Sent

If you send a message, it will be moved to the
Sent folder once the actual sending is finished. In
the Sent folder you can have almost all types of
message: Text messages (SMS), multimedia
messages (MMS) and E-mails.

If the Sent folder becomes full, the messages in
this folder will be deleted. Deletion starts from
the oldest message until there is space enough
for the new, just sent message.

You can open, forward, move, check or delete
messages in the folder.

Outbox

If you send a message, it will be moved to Outbox
to wait for actual sending. Outbox is a kind of
waiting room for messages labeled for sending.

If the Outbox folder becomes full, the messages in
this folder will be deleted. Deletion starts from
the oldest message until there is space enough
for the new outgoing message.

Outbox lists almost all types of outgoing messag-
es: Text messages (SMS), multimedia messages
(MMS) and Bluetooth messages. Messages are

sorted in reverse chronological order and most
recently sent messages are located on the top of
the list. Only E-mails and reports are listed else-
where.

Different message types are separated from each
other by icons. Details, such as recipient, time
stamp, and sending status are shown, as well.

You can send, suspend, check, or delete a mes-
sage or move it to drafts. To access options, press

SENDING STATUS

e Waiting: The message is still waiting to be
sent. As long as sending status shows Waiting,
you can suspend sending of a message by
pressing =y Suspend. When the phone starts
to connect to the network messaging server,
the status is changed to Sending.

e Sending: The message is currently being sent,
and can no longer be cancelled.

e Failed: Sending of the message is failed. You
can retry to send the message by pressing
=y Send.

e Suspended: The message will not be sent until
you reselect Send.
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If the message can no longer be seen in the Out-
box, sending has succeeded and the message is in
the Sent folder.

Mailbox for E-mails

In order to send or receive E-mail, you need to
set up a mailbox. You can have several mailboxes
and one of them needs to be activated. Activate a
mailbox by selecting it from the list and pressing

Activate. For more information about setting
mailboxes, see e-mail: on page 54.

When the mailbox is set, you can connect the
phone to your remote E-mail server and fetch the
information of your E-mails to the phone. Press

Yes to make the connection when the phone
requests it.

If you want to use the mailbox in off-line, e.g. to
read the E-mails that are already in the mailbox
and not to update information of new E-mails,
press No.

All incoming E-mails are sorted in chronological
order and listed in the Mailbox. Sender’s name is
shown if it is stored in the Contacts. If not, E-mail
address is shown.

E-mails representing different message types and
status are separated from each other by icons.
You can have the following types of E-mails in the
mailbox:

e New received, unretrieved E-mail

- This means that the phone has been con-
nected to the E-mail server and fetched the
information of your new E-mail, showing
you the sender, recipient(s), subject of the
message, date and time of arrival, attach-
ment information (if attachments exist) and
message size of the E-mail - but message
content or attachment files are not down-
loaded.

e New received and retrieved (still unread) E-
mail

- This means that the phone has been con-
nected to the E-mail server, retrieved mes-
sage contents and potential attachment(s)
and has downloaded them to the phone.

e Received (read) E-mail

You can read the E-mail by highlighting it and
pressing Open. If you try to open an E-mail
that has not been retrieved yet, you can retrieve
it at once by pressing Yes when the phone re-
quests it. You can retrieve all new received but
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unretrieved E-mails containing attachments or

not, or you can separately pick up the E-mails

that you want to retrieve (by checking the boxes).

When all the desired E-mails are checked, press
Retrieve.

You can access more options by pressing 8. You
can e.g. open, reply, forward, copy to folder,
check, connect, disconnect, retrieve, mark as
read or delete E-mails. Some of the options may
be available by pressing , as well.

E-mail having attachments is indicated by corre-
sponding number in the title area.

OPTIONS FOR OPENED E-MAIL

To access special options available for opened E-
mail message, press 8. Note that some of the
following options are available only under some
circumstances: e.g. if the message contains web
address, coordinates, phone number, E-mail ad-
dress, sound or picture, if the number string or
item is highlighted, if the message is received, or
if the message is either an SMS or MMS.

e Attachments: You can view a list of attach-
ments that the E-mail contains and you can
view, save, remove, or insert them.

Reply: You can make the sender of the mes-
sage as recipient of the new message.

Forward: You can copy the message text to a
new message. Note that if the E-mail con-
tains ringing tone, MIDI or Java installation
packet, you may not be able forward it.

Save to contacts: You can pick up a highlighted
phone number, E-mail address or web address
that the message contains and save it to con-
tacts. If no number is highlighted in the mes-
sage, you can select the sender of the
message to contacts.

Find: You can seach for phone numbers, E-
mail addresses, web (URL) addresses and
coordinates from the message text, and high-
light them by pressing &. When there are
highlighted items in the message body, you
can choose several options depending upon
the type of item. Press @ and choose to:

- Goto URL: You can open browser and go to
highlighted web address.

- Add to bookmarks: You can add highlighted
web address to browser bookmarks.

- View on map: You can view the location on
map (according to the highlighted coordi-
nates).
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- Setas destination: You can set highlighted
coordinates as a destination.

- Save as waypoint: You can save highlighted
coordinates as a waypoint.

- Write message...: You can send a message to
the highlighted phone number or E-mail
address.

¢ Hide found items: You can remove highlights
from the message text.

e Copy to folder: You can copy the message to a
folder.

e Details: You can view details of the message.
o Delete: You can delete the E-mail.

Cell broadcast

In the Cell broadcast folder you can view,
and manage broadcast messages.

store

All received broadcast messages are listed as top-
ics. Each topic stores the latest broadcast mes-
sage of the selected type. The selected topic
numbers are stored on the SIM card.

Icons indicate status of the messages in the se-
lected topic. Status can represent that the topic
has new, unread messages, normal read messag-

es, no messages at all or that the topic is unsub-
scribed.

To add a topic, highlight and select Add topic and
press Save. To access more options, press 8.
You can, e.g. open, subscribe, unsubscribe, edit
or delete selected topic.

To view a message, highlight the desired topic
and press Open. To access more options,
press B. The options are similar to other opened
messages. For more information, see for example
options for opened sms or mms message on page 37.

SIM messages

Through the SIM messages folder you have ac-
cess to all messages that are stored on the SIM
card. In order to read the messages you will need
to copy them to a messaging folder, e.g. Inbox or
My folders.

The SIM messages folder lists the messages that
are located on the SIM card. Messages are listed
in reverse chronological order. Unread and read
messages are separated from each other by dif-
ferent icons.

To make a call to the sender of a message, high-
light the message and press L~}
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To access more options, press 8. You can, for ex-
ample, copy the message to a folder, delete the
message or delete several messages at once.

Reports

In the Reports folder you can view delivery re-
ports. Reports are for keeping track of sent SMS
and MMS messages. No delivery reports can be
received for sending E-mails. The reception of de-
livery reports is set in Settings. For more informa-
tion, see messaging settings on page 53.

Reports are listed in reverse chronological order.

Reports include the detailed information of sent
messages, e.g. recipient, date and time of depar-
ture, delivery status (pending, delivered or
failed).

By pressing @ you can view details of a report or
delete reports.

Templates

In the Templates folder you can create, edit and
delete message templates. Message templates
are ready-made text notes which you can insert
as a text in the message for all message types.

To create a new template, highlight New template
and select it by pressing 8.

To edit an existing template, highlight it and
press Edit or press @ and select Edit. Tem-
plates cannot be named, the text is shown by the
beginning of the template.

When the template is edited or created, press =y
Save.

To delete a template, highlight it, press @ and
select Delete. Confirm the deletion.
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CALENDAR

Press ®, select Calendar. To enter the menu grid
while in idle state, you can also press @.

With the Calendar application you can organize
meetings, memos and anniversary entries and
also view, create, edit and delete events. Alarms
can also be attached to these entries.

To exit the application, press B3 Exit.

Main view: Month or week view

Depending upon the settings, the main view can
be by month or week. In the month view the cur-
rent month is shown as a month matrix. If there
are entries stored, in the month view they are
seen as red triangles on the bottom left corner of
the corresponding day.

In the week view the current week is shown as a
week matrix. Current day is always highlighted. If
there are entries stored, in week view they are
shown as icons on the corresponding day.

To check previous or next month/week, press 2
to the left or right edge until the month/week
changes.

To switch from month view to week view or vice
versa, press B and select Month view/Week view.

VIEWING A DAY

To create or edit an entry or check what is on
schedule for a particular day, move to the desired
day by pressing up/down in the main view.

View the day by pressing L — | Open. A list of all
entries stored for the day is displayed.

Creating a new calendar entry

Select New entry. Then select the type of the en-
try: Meeting, Memo or Anniversary.

e Meeting: Key in the subject of the meeting, it's
location, starting date and time, along with
the ending date and time. You can also select
repetition for a meeting that is held at regular
intervals, e.g. every week, and alarm to alert
you of the meeting in time. Save the entry by
pressing Save.

e Memo: Key in the subject of the memo, start-
ing date and ending date. Save the entry by
pressing Save.

e Anniversary: Key in the subject and the date of

the anniversary. You can also select alarm to
alert you of the event. Key in the alert date

and time. Save the entry by pressing L — |
Save.

Viewing an entry

Highlight an entry and press L — | Open. The entry
with details will be displayed.

Editing an entry

Highlight an entry, press B and select Edit. Edit
details of an entry and press BN to save chang-
es.

Deleting an entry
Highlight an entry, press B8 and select Delete.
Confirm the deletion by pressing 2y Yes.

Deleting many entries at once

Highlight an entry, press @ and select Delete
many... You can delete all calendar entries, select-
ed entries, or entries that have a certain date.
Confirm the deletion by pressing .

Sending an entry

Highlight an entry that you wish to send to some-
one. Press B and select Send. Next select carrier:
Via SMS, Via MMS, Via E-mail or Via Bluetooth.

JUMP TO DATE

You can go to a date of your choice from the main
view immediately. Press @ and select Jump to
date. Key in the desired date and press Jump.

CALENDAR SETTINGS
To modify calendar settings, press 8 and select
Settings.

e Default view: You can select which view is
shown when the calendar application is
launched. In both views the current day is
always highlighted.

e Week starts on: You can select, which weekday
starts the week, i.e. is shown as the first day
on the left side of the view.

e Days starts on: In week view you can also
select, which time is shown first on the top of
the view once the view is launched.

e Snooze: You can select a snooze time for a cal-
endar alert of an entry.

ABOUT CALENDAR ALERTS

When calendar alarm event occurs, a note of the
event will be shown and calendar alarm tone will
be played. The phone must be switched on at the
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time, the calendar event occurs, otherwise you
will miss the alert.

When the calendar alert takes place, you can ac-
tivate snooze by pressing B As the snooze in-
terval is over, a new calendar alert of the same
entry will be played. An alert can be repeated
several times. You can turn the alert off once and
for all by pressing 3.

Snooze time can be adjusted or turned off in cal-
endar settings (see above). Calendar alarm tone
is selected in Sound profiles.

If there is an incoming call or alarm clock at the
same time that the calendar event is about to oc-
cur, the calendar event alert will be delayed.
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TOOLS

Press @, select Tools. To enter the menu grid while
in idle state, you can also press 8.

Settings
e Select Settings. Select a group of settings by
pressing @.

e To exit the application, press B3 Exit.

PHONE SETTINGS

You can make settings for language, shortcuts,
menu manager, display, date and time, units,
auto switch on/off and keylock. Highlight an op-
tion and press B to select it.

Selecting languages

e Phone language: Used for example in menus,
commands and notifications. When the phone
language is set to Automatic, the language is
selected according to SIM card preference. If
the language preference is not available on
SIM card, the default language is English. The
phone language can also be selected from the
list.

e Writing language: Used when writing text with
predictive text input. Select the desired lan-
guage from the list. The selection may change
the character set.

e Predictive input: You can turn the predictive
text input on or off.

Note that language lists vary according to the
software packet.

Assigning shortcuts

You can assign shortcuts for the following keys:
, B3 and left/right ©&.

Select the desired key from the list and then se-
lect an application, which will be launched when
pressing the key in stand-by mode.

By adding a feature to the shortcut application
you can define precisely to which feature the
shortcut will point. A feature can be, for example,
a list of WAP bookmarks.

Managing main menu grid

You can arrange the main menu grid by moving
applications and folders, and creating, renaming
and deleting folders. The options are available by
pressing 8.
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Note that you cannot create second-level folders,
i.e. folders inside the folders in phone memory.
Additionally you cannot delete the phone’s own
applications and folders, only the folders you
have created.

Selecting display settings

You can adjust brightness, set lights and info line
and select startup effects and wallpaper. Make
the adjustments and press Save.

e Brightness: You can adjust the brightness of
the display with a 5-level indicator.

e Color theme: You can select the color theme for
the basic elements of the display.

o Wallpaper: You can set a picture to be shown
as the background picture in stand-by mode.
If the original picture in the picture list is
deleted, the wallpaper reflection will be lost
and replaced by the default wallpaper. If you
clear the wallpaper, it will be replaced by the
default wallpaper.

e Startup effects: You can set a greeting text or
picture that is shown when the phone starts
up. Write the greeting text or select the pic-
ture from the picture list.

e Indicator led: You can select, whether the indi-

cator LED is blinking or not. If the LED is set
on, the blinking will be shown when the dis-
play is darkened, i.e. backlight is off.

o Lights: You can set display and keypad back-
lights separately. Automatic light setting
means that the lights will turn off automati-
cally if no keys are pressed during a few sec-
onds.

¢ Infoline: You can select, whether you wish the
cell ID or date to be shown in the stand-by
mode.

Setting date and time

You can set date and time and the way they will
be displayed. These settings are used on stand-
by mode and in clock settings, as well.

e Time source: You can set the time manually or
let the GPS calculate it from satellites. Press
8 left/right to select the desired option. If
GPS is set for the time source, make sure to
adjust time zone, as well.

e Time: If User defined is set for time source,
press @, then key in the valid time. Press
Save. Note that changing time zone will
change the time even if User defined is
selected so you may have to define the valid
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time again.

Time zone: If you have set GPS for time
source, press B to enter time zone settings.
The UTC (Coordinated Universal Time) +00:00
is the “"Greenwich time” and you may need to
adjust it to match the local time used in your
home country or the country you are visiting.
For example, common time zone in Central
and Southern Europe and Scandinavia is
+1:00, while in Eastern Europe, Finland and
Greece it is +2:00. If the daylight-saving time
is used in your country, you will need to
change the time zone manually each time
when shifting from winter to summer time and
vice versa.

- Time zone in use: You can set Home or Visit-
ing for active time zone by pressing <] left/
right.

- Home time zone: Press @. Key in the time
zone and press =R Save.

- Visiting time zone: Press B. Key in the time
zone and press "= Save.

Time format: The time can be shown as a 24-

hour or 12-hour (am/pm) format. Press
left/right to select the desired option.

Date: If User defined is set for time source,
press B, then key in the valid date. Press
Save.

Date format: You can select the desired display
format for date. Press & left/right to select
the desired option.

Setting distance, speed, altitude and position
You can set units for distance, speed and eleva-
tion. You can also select how position is dis-
played.

Distance can be displayed as meters (m), miles
(mi), yards (yd) or nautical miles (nmi).
Speed can be displayed as kilometers/hour
(km/h), meters/second (m/s), miles/hour
(mph) or knots (kn).

Altitude can be displayed as meters (m) or feet
(ft).

Position: use the left and right arrow keys <]
to select the desired Format and Datum for dis-
playing position information.

Setting automatic power on and off

You can set separate timers for automatic power
on and off. Key in the time and activate the de-
sired timer or both timers.

TOOLS

e When the Auto switch on timer is activated, the
phone turns itself on every day at the set
time.

e When the Auto switch off timer is activated, the
phone turns itself off every day at the set
time.

Setting keylock

The keypad lock is used to prevent accidental key
strokes. You can select the keylock to be switched
on manually or automatically.

e Manual keylock: When the manual keylock is
set, you can lock the keypad for a single time
in stand-by mode or Quick menu. To lock the
keypad, press & downwards and hold it down
for a few seconds.

o Automatic keylock: When the automatic keylock
is set, the keypad will be locked automatically
if no key is pressed during a few seconds.

CALL SETTINGS

You can make settings for call timers, advice of
charge, any key answer or alternate line service.
Highlight an option and press B to select it.

Call timers

e During call: You can set the call timer to be
shown during a call.

o After call: You can set the call timer to show
your summary after hanging up a call. The
summary concerns only the latest call.

Advice of charge

This feature is available only if the SIM card sup-
ports it. For editing you will also need the PIN2
code.

e Unit cost: You can define how much one unit is
in selected currency. Key in the cost/unit and
select currency. Press =y Save.

e Maximum cost: You can set limit for maximum
call cost. Key in the limit and press & Save.
If the limit is set to zero, the feature is not in
use.

Any key answer
If the Any key answer is set on, you can answer a

call by press of tﬁFollowmg alphanumeric
keys Em ﬁ% &
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Alternate line service (ALS)

This feature is available only if the SIM card sup-
ports it.

You can name the lines and select which one is
currently in use. You can activate a line by setting
it as the Outgoing line.

CONNECTIVITY

You can define connectivity settings for Messag-
ing, WAP, Connections, GPRS and Data calls. High-
light an option and press @ to select it.

Messaging settings

Voice mailbox:

To set up a voice mailbox, select Voice mailbox and

key in your voice mailbox number. Then press
Save.

SMS:

You need to create and activate an SMS profile to
send and receive SMS messages. You can have
several SMS profiles.

To create a new profile, select New profile and
press @. Name the profile and fill in or edit the
data fields and then press Save:

- SMS center number, Report reception, Mes-
sage validity, Message type, Bearer, Keep
reply center

Note that the SMS center number must be set. To
activate a profile, highlight it and press Acti-
vate.

To delete or edit a profile, select the profile and
then the desired option by pressing 8. Confirm
deletion by pressing Yes.

MMS:

e Connection: Select the connection you want to
use for receiving and sending MMS messages.
For defining connections, see connection
settings on page 55.

¢ Inhome network: You can define, how multime-
dia messages are received in home network.

¢ In visiting network: You can define, how multi-
media messages are received in visiting net-
work.

e Allow anonymous: You can define, whether you

want to receive messages from anonymous
senders or not.

e Allow adverts: You can define, whether you
want to receive advertisements or not.
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Report reception: You can define, whether you
want to have message delivery reports of your
sent messages..

Report sending: You can define, whether you
wish to have reports of your received mes-
sages.

Message validity: You can define message valid-
ity, i.e. for how long a time messages are
stored in the server of the operator.

Picture size: You can define size of the pic-
tures.

E-mail:

You can see a list of existing mailboxes, from
which you can choose the one you want to use in
receiving and sending E-mail messages.

To create a new mailbox, select New mailbox and
press 8. Name the mailbox and fill in or edit the
following data fields:

Connection: Select the connection you want to
use for receiving and sending E-mail mes-
sages. For defining connections, see connection
settings on page 55.

E-mail address: Key in your E-mail address.

Outgoing mail server: Define the outgoing mail
server. This needs to be a valid internet
address.

Message sending: You can define whether the
connection is established automatically for
sending the message or the message waits
until next connection.

Cctoself: You can define whether you want to
send copies of your outgoing E-mail messages
to yourself.

Signature: You can create a personalised sig-
nature which is added to your outgoing E-
mails.

Login: Key in you user name.

Password: Key in your password and save it by
pressing == Save.

Incoming mail server: Define the incoming mail
server. This needs to be a valid internet
address.

Mailbox type: Select the correct mailbox type
(POP3/IMAP4)

Automatic retrieval: You can define if you wand
to have E-mail messages retrieved automati-
cally and the time interval for automatic
retrieval.
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e Security: You can define whether you want to
use SSL (Security Socket Layer) protocol or
not.

e Retrieve attachments: You can define whether
you want to retrieve E-mail message attach-
ments or not.

e Retrieve headers: You can define how many
message headers you want to receive. You
can choose all or select options from 5 to 100.

Note that at least connection, E-mail address,
outgoing mail server and incoming mail server
must be set. Press to save changes. To acti-
vate a mailbox, highlight it and press &,

To delete or edit a mailbox, select the profile and
then the desired option by pressing 8. Confirm
deletion by pressing Yes.

Cell broadcasts:

e Reception: You can select, whether you wish to
receive broadcast messages or not.

e Languages: You can select, in which languages
broadcast messages are sent to you. Pick up
the languages and press =y Save.

e Topic detection: You can ensure that the topics
you have selected are the only topics that are

sent to you.

WAP settings
e Connection: You can select which connection is
in use.

e WAP browser: You can view and edit the fol-
lowing WAP browser settings: Cache size,
Accept cookies, Display pictures, Play sounds.

Connection settings

Connection settings are settings which the phone
uses while establishing and maintaining a connec-
tion for MMS and E-mail messages or WAP brows-
ing. In order to use WAP or send and receive MMS
and E-mail messages, you need to establish and
activate a valid connection. Connection settings
depend on your service provider as well as the
type of the connection.

To create a new connection, select New connection
and press B. Next select an existing connection,
which will be used as a base for the new connec-
tion. You can select Default GPRS, Default data call
or some customized connection.

¢ New connection with GPRS as bearer: Name the
connection and press Save. Select and
edit the following data fields and press
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Save:

New connection with data call as bearer: Name the
connection, edit the following data fields and

Bearer: GPRS or data call. When new con-
nection as GPRS is selected, GPRS is the
default value for bearer.

Access point name

User name: Define your user name
Password: Define your password
Authentication: You can select Normal or
Secure authentication.

Gateway: A valid IP address (12 digits
required, if your connection gateway is less
than 12 digits, fill in extra numbers with 0)
Port: 0...4 digits. This is the number that is
assigned for your user sessions.

Homepage: A valid internet address that can
be used as homepage.

press W= Save:

Bearer: Data call or GPRS. When new con-
nection as data call is selected, data call is
the default value for bearer.

Dial-up number: Key in the dial-up number
for your connection.

User name: Define your user name.

- Password: Define your password.

- Authentication: You can select Normal or
Secure authentication.

- Gateway: A valid IP address (12 digits
required, if your connection gateway is less
than 12 digits, fill in extra numbers with 0)

- Port: 0...4 digits. This is the number that is
assigned for your user sessions.

- Homepage: A valid internet address that can
be used as homepage.

- Data call type: The type of data call connec-
tion can be Analogue, ISDNv.110 or ISDNv.120

- Maximum data speed: The maximum data
speed can be set to Automatic, 9600bps or
14400bps.

To delete or edit a connection shown in the list,
highlight it, press 8 and select the desired op-
tion. Confirm deletion by pressing Yes.

GPRS settings

e GPRS attach: You can select, whether the
phone establishes automatically the GPRS
connection or only upon a demand.

e Access point: You can key in the access point
name. Press W2 Save.
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Data call settings

Auto disconnect: You can define a timeout period
after which the data call automatically ends if no
data has been transferred.

SOUND PROFILES

You can create, edit, delete and activate sound
profiles. A sound profile is a combination of tone
settings made suitable for particular situations.

There are also several preset fixed profiles that
you can use as such or edit as you like. Highlight
an option and press @ to select it.

Editing a sound profile

To edit an existing profile, highlight it and press
=¥ Edit, or press @ and select Edit.

e Name: You can rename a profile if you have
created it. You cannot rename preset fixed
profiles.

¢ Incoming call/Alarm clock/Calendar: You can set
tone (melody), volume level and mode
(ascending/normal/beep first) for incoming
call, alarm clock and calendar alarm sepa-
rately. You can listen samples of tones by
pressing Play. To test the volume level,
highlight Volume level and press 8. To set the

volume level, press == Save.

Messages/Telematic messages: You can select
tone (melody) and adjust volume level for
messages and telematic messages separately.

Vibration: You can select whether you wish to
use vibration or not.

Key tones/Notifications: You can adjust volume
level for key tones and notifications sepa-
rately. After adjusting the level you will hear a
sample of the new tone level.

Missed events: You can set time interval and
volume level for missed events. For example,
interval set for 5 minutes means that the
phone will beep in every 5 minutes to inform
you of a missed event until you check it. A
missed event can be e.g. a call or message
that you have received. The interval can also
be set off.

Alerting groups: You can select All calls,
Selected calls or No calls to be put through.

- Selected calls: The phone will ring only in
case that a call comes from a member of
selected group. You can form several
groups for selected calls, and check the
boxes of allowed callers. Press %= save to
confirm your choice.
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Activating a sound profile

To activate a profile, highlight it and press the
middle key. Then select Activate.

Creating a new sound profile

To create a new profile, highlight New profile and
press @. Next select the profile for which the new
profile will be based on, e.g normal or silent pro-
file. Then you can edit the new profile as you like.

Deleting a sound profile

You cannot delete any preset fixed profile. You

can only delete a profile of your own creation. To

delete a profile, highlight it and press 8. Then

select Delete. Confirm the deletion by pressing
Yes.

SECURITY
You can set codes and locks and define fixed dial-
ing. Highlight an option and press @ to select it.

Codes and code requests

PIN code secures the SIM card and phone code
secures the phone, while PIN2 code and network
codes secure some settings and network fea-
tures, such as call barring, call costs, fixed dial-
ing.

A code request may be displayed if you have set
a code request on, or if you try to change a code.
Also, using some features may request some
code.

When a code request takes place, key in the re-
uested code, repeat it if necessary and press
Ok.

Setting PIN code request on or off

Key in the PIN code and press &y ok. If the re-
quest is currently off, it will be set on and vice
versa. Note that some SIM cards do not allow the
PIN code request to be set off.

Changing PIN code
When changing the PIN code, the PIN code re-
quest must be set to on. Key in the current PIN
code, then key in the new code. Repeat the new
code. Press Ok.

Changing PIN2 code

Key in the current PIN2 code, then key in the new
code. Repeat the new code. Press &= 0k. Note
that some SIM cards do not support the PIN2
code.
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Wrong PIN code

You have 3 attempts to key in the PIN code cor-
rectly. If you fail, the PIN code will be locked. To
unlock it, you have to key in the PUK code (8 dig-
its). After entering the PUK code, key in the new
PIN code (4...8 numbers).

PIN2 code works the same way. The PIN2 code
can be unlocked with PUK2 code and replaced
with new PIN2 code.

Wrong PUK code

If you fail to key in the correct PUK code 10 times
in a row, your SIM card will be permanently
blocked. If this happens, contact your network
operator to get a new SIM card.

Changing phone lock code

Key in the current phone lock code, then keg
the new code. Repeat the new code. Press

Ok. Note that the factory default code is 0000.

Setting autolock period for phone lock

You can define, for how long a time it takes before
the phone lock is switched on. When setting the
autolock period, the phone lock must be keyed in.

Lock if SIM changes - setting

You can define that the phone requests for phone
lock code in case the SIM card changes. Key in the
phone code and select on/off.

Note: If you set this option on, make sure to write
down the phone code and put it in safe storage.

Fixed dialing

Fixed dialing numbers (FDN) sets some restric-
tions for making calls. When the FDN is activated
in the phone, you can only call those numbers
that are stored as fixed dialing numbers.

You can set this feature on or off or edit the phone
numbers set as fixed dialing numbers if your SIM
card supports the FDN and you know the PIN2
code. To activate the FDN, press @ and key in
the PIN2 code.

To set a phone number as fixed dialing number,
highlight Fix nr list and press 8. Key in the PIN2
code. Select New number, key in the name and/or
number and press Save.

To edit a number shown in the list, highlight the
desired number and press =& Edit or press O
and select Edit. Edit the name and/or number and
press Save.

To delete a number shown in the list, highlight the
number, press @ and select Delete. Key in the
PIN2 code and confirm deletion by pressing

Yes.

GPS PROFILES

You can create, edit, delete and activate GPS pro-
files. A GPS profile is a combination of positioning
settings made suitable for particular situations.
There are also a few preset profiles that you can
view and activate but cannot edit or delete.

GPS area

You can information of your GPS connection in the
GPS area on the top row of display. The back-
ground color of this area indicates the state of the
connection:

- Green indicates that GPS connection is acti-
vate and GPS has valid and recently updated
position fix.

- indicates that connection is active
and GPS is trying to calculate updated posi-
tion but it doesn’t have fresh and valid data.

- Blue indicates that connection is active but
GPS is not currently trying to calculate your
position.

- Grey indicates that GPS connection is set off.
- Red indicates that there is an error in GPS
connection.

In the GPS area you can also see symbols indicat-
ing the state of GPS connection and accuracy. See
display symbols on page 11.

Turning the GPS off/on

To turn the GPS off, highlight the GPS off profile
and press @. To turn the GPS on, highlight a pro-
file in which the GPS is set on. Press @ and select
Activate.

Viewing a fixed profile
To view settings of a fixed profile, highlight the
profile and press Open.

You will see details, such as profile name, icon,
optimization, NMEA output status, refresh and
charging intervals.

To exit the view, press & ok.
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Editing a GPS profile
Note that you can only edit profiles of your own
creation.

To edit a profile, highlight a profile, press &=y Edit
or press B and select Edit. Then select the de-
sired option for editing.

e Name: You can key in the desired name and
press Save.

e Jcon: You can select an icon for the profile.
First select a row by pressing and then
press the corresponding alphanumeric key to
select an icon.

e Refreshinterval: You can select how often posi-
tion is refreshed.

e Refresh interval charging: You can select how
often a position is refreshed, if the phone is
connected to a charger. Position can be
refreshed e.g. continuously, according to
defined interval or not at all.

e Optimized for: You can set the GPS to prioritize
speed over accuracy in position fix or vice
versa.

o NMEA output: You can select speed for NMEA
output or turn it off.

Creating a new GPS profile

To create a GPS profile of your own, select New
profile. The settings list with data fields is dis-
played. The data fields are filled with default val-
ues, but can be edited as above.

Deleting a GPS profile

Note that you can only delete profiles of your own
creation. To delete a profile, highlight the profile,
press @ and select Delete. Confirm your choice by
pressing WA Yes.

TWIG ALERT SETTINGS

Twig Alert key

Twig Alert key has to be enabled in order to make
pre-defined emergency calls. If the key is dis-
abled, nothing happens when the alert key is
pressed.

You can choose to disable Twig Alert or define the
timeout for pressing the key before emergency
call is activated. Press @ and selec e desired
option from the options list or scroll left/right
until the desired option is displayed.
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Twig Alert calls

You can define the desired number for Twig Alert
calls, the number of times which the call is retried
and the timeout between calls. Press @ and se-
lect the desired option from options list.

e Number: You can set the pre-determined
emergency number to be any valid phone
number. Key in the number and press
Save. You can also choose the desired number
from contacts list. Select the contact and
press Save.

e Retry: You can select how many times the
emergency call is retried. Press @ to select
the desired option.

e Timeout: Timeout is the time the phone takes
between pre-determined emergency calls.
Select the desired option from options list by
pressing @.

Twig Alert messages

For Twig Alert messages you can define the phone
number to which the messages are sent. You can
also define how many times the message is sent.
The message is sent using the mobile phone
telematics protocol (MPTP) and it contains infor-
matioin about your location.

e Number: The emergency message can be sent
to any valid phone number, independently
from the number that is set for emergency
calls. Key in the number and press Save.
You can also choose the desired number from
contacts list. Select the contact and press
Save.

e Retry: You can set the number of times the
emergency message sending is retried if the
first time fails. Press @ to select the desired
option.

Effects

You can set Backlight, Volume level and Vibration ef-
fects for Twig Alert. Choose the desired effect and
option from options list.

ACCESSORIES

You can select what kind of settings will be
switched on whenever an accessory, such as a
headset or carkit, is attached to the phone. High-
light an option and press @ to select it.

e Headset/carkit: You can set the phone so that it
keeps the current sound profile or uses some
specific profile each time when an accessory is
attached to the phone. You can set separate
sound profiles for each of these accessories.
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e Automatic answer: You can set the phone so
that it turns the automatic answer on or off
each time when an accessory is attached to
the phone. This setting can be defined sepa-
rately for each of the accessories.

RESTORE DEFAULTS
You can restore settings to their default values
set in the factory.

Key in the phone lock code and press & ok.

Restoring does not affect creations of your own.
Sound profiles, GPS profiles, SMS profiles, mail-
boxes and connections which you have created
yourself will not be deleted.

Network services
Select Network and press @.
The application consists of the following main

folders: Call diverts, Call barrings, Call waiting, Re-
veal own number, Service command, Networks.

CALL DIVERTS
You can divert calls to another number or a voice
mailbox. You can set the terms or circumstances

under which the calls will be diverted: E.g. all
calls, if the line is busy, if unanswered, or if not
reachable. You can also clear all diverts at once.

You can also set divert for selected service, e.g.
voice calls, data calls, or fax calls, or specify time
delay for divert option If unanswered.

To check the divert status, press "= Check.

To set, check or clear the divert, press @. Com-
plete the setting by pressing &= Send. You can
also make call diversion for selected service only,
e.g. voice calls, data calls or fax calls.

To cancel the operation and return to the previous
view, press Back.

CALL BARRINGS

You can set call barrings. You can bar all outgoing
calls, outgoing international calls, outgoing inter-
national calls except calls to your home country,
all incoming calls, or incoming calls when roam-
ing. You can also clear all barrings or change the
network code. For changing the code you must
key in the old code, the new code and then con-
firm the new code.

To check the barring status, press &= Check.

TOOLS

To set, or clear a barring, press 8. Key in the
network code. Complete the setting by pressing
&y send.

To cancel the operation and return to the previous
view, press Back.

CALL WAITING

You can set, check or clear call waiting for all ser-
vices. To select an option, press 8. To cancel the
operation and return to the previous view, press
¥ Back.

When the Call waiting is set, and you have an on-
going call, and there is another call coming, the
network will inform you of this new call. For more
information on call waiting usage, see voice call
waiting on page 22.

REVEAL OWN NUMBER

You can select, whether you wish to reveal your
own phone number to others. Note that this ser-
vice may not be supported by all networks.

e Decided by network: It is totally up to the net-
work, whether your caller ID (name and num-
ber) is shown to your caller party.

e Yes: CLIR (Caller Line Identification Restric-
tion) is turned off and your name and number

will be shown to your caller party.

e No: CLIR (Caller Line Identification Restric-
tion) is turned on and your name and number
will not be shown to your caller party.

Press B to select the desired option. To cancel
the operation and return to the previous view,
press Back.

SERVICE COMMAND

You can send USSD commands if you SIM card

supports them. Key in the command and press
Send. To cancel the operation and return to

the previous view, press Back.

NETWORKS
You can set network selection mode and manage
preferred networks.

e Automatic: The network will be selected auto-
matically and if the home network is available,
it will be used without any specific notifica-
tion. If not, the phone displays a list of pre-
ferred networks for you to choose from. If
there are no preferred networks, the other
permitted networks are used.

e Manual: The phone starts searching for net-
works. You can select the network manually,
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after which using other networks is not
allowed. If manually selected network is lost,
the phone does not automatically select a new
network.

Press @ to select the desired option.

To cancel the operation and return to the previous
view, press B Back.

Memory management

You can view information about memory status of
the phone and memory card. Select the memory
source by pressing @.

The phone memory information shows the total
memory capacity, used memory, and available
memory. You can also view how the phone mem-
ory usage is divided between the applications.

The memory card information shows total memo-
ry capacity, used memory, and available memory
of the memory card in use. You can also view how
the memory card usage is divided between pic-
tures, sounds, applications and maps.

You can change the name of the memory card by

pressing Edit. Write in new name and save it
by pressing BN Save. Press Back to exit the
view.

Bluetooth

With this application you can switch Bluetooth in-
terface on and off and control Bluetooth settings
and devices. The application also provides servic-
es to other applications and events.

SETTINGS FOR BLUETOOTH
o Bluetooth: To switch the device on or off.

o Visibility: To switch the visibility on or off. If
you set visibility off, your device is invisible to
other Bluetooth devices.

e Phone name: To change name of your Blue-
tooth. This name is shown to others. Key in
the name and press Save.

PAIRED DEVICES
You can pair with new devices and change set-
tings of paired devices.

Pairing with new device

1. To pair the Bluetooth with a new device,
select New device. Note that the Bluetooth
must be switched on.

2. Select Search for devices. The Bluetooth starts

searching for other Bluetooth devices nearby.
Once it finds a device or several devices, the
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devices will be listed.

3. Highlight a device, with whom you want to
pair and press Pair.

4. Enter the passcode and press &= 0k. Note
that passcode can have only numbers in it.

You may have list of found Bluetooth devices in-
herited from the earlier search. The devices are
shown with icons indicating the type of the de-
vice, e.g. mobile phone, handheld computer
(PDA), personal computer (PC), handsfree or
headset device. You can pair with these devices,
as well.

Connecting/disconnecting with paired device

Highlight the device, with whom you want to con-
nect. Press ™= Connect. Note that the Bluetooth
must be switched on.

To end the connection, press Wy Disconnect. Con-
firm your choice by pressing Yes.

Renaming paired device

Highlight the device, which you want to rename.
Press @ and select Rename. Key in the name and
press Save.

Authorizing/unauthorizing paired device

You can authorize or unauthorize a paired device.
When a device is authorized, it is permitted to
make connection with your Bluetooth without
separate request. When an unauthorized device
wants to connect with your Bluetooth, you will be
asked each time whether you accept the connec-
tion or not.

Press @ and select Authorize. Confirm your choice
by pressing Yes. Authorized devices are
shown in the Bluetooth device list and indicated
by authorization icons.

To unauthorize a device, select the device from
the Bluetooth device list and press 8. Then select
Unauthorize. Unauthorized devices are shown in
their onw list.

Deleting pairing with a device

You cannot delete pairing, if you are currently in
a connection with that device. First you have to
disconnect from it, after which the deletion of
pairing can be done.

To delete pairing, first press @ and select Delete.
Highlight the device, which pairing you want to
delete. Press @ and select Delete. Confirm your
choice by pressing Yes.
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Deleting several pairings

To delete several pairings at once, press @ and
select Delete many... You can delete all pairings or
check off separately the pairings that you want to
delete. Confirm you choice by pressing N Yes.

GPS monitor

With the GPS monitor application you can get dif-
ferent data from GPS receiver in graphical and
numeric format. The data contains e.g. satellite
positions and status, coordinates, speed, and
compass information.

The application has the following monitor views:
satellite view, position view and compass view.
You can switch between the views by pressing
left/right.

SATELLITE VIEW
The satellite view consists of the following ele-
ments, that are constantly being updated.

e Graphic satellite view: Shown are locations of
the satellites that are available and relative to
the phone’s last known position. Satellites
are labeled and color-coded as follows:

- Red indicates satellite without ephemeris

- indicates satellite with ephemeris,
that is not used in navigation solution

- Green indicates satellite with ephemeris that
is used in navigation solution.

e Satellite bar: A bar graph for the 12-channel
satellite signals. The length of each of the
bars signify signal strength, color-coding is as
listed above.

e Counter of last position fix: Age of the last known
position fix in the time period format (days,
hours, minutes and seconds).

POSITION VIEW
The position view consists of the following data
fields, that are constantly being updated.

These data fields use units that you can select
and change in the Phone settings. See setting dis-
tance, speed, altitude and position on page 51. If the
particular data is not available value is shown as
hyphens.

e Value: Shows user selected value that can be
coordinates, UTC-time or speed.

- Coordinates: Coordinates of the last known
position are shown in WGS84 format
hddd®°mm'ss,s”
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- UTC- time: UTC-time for the last known posi-
tion.

- Speed: Speed is shown in metric/miles/
yards/nautical miles format.

Speed: Show speed in user defined format. If
the GPS is off or the GPS receiver is not mov-
ing, this data is shown as hyphens.

Altitude: Altitude (elevation) is shown in met-
ric/feet format.
Heading: Heading is
(0°...360°).

Last fix: Age of the known position fix is shown
in the time period format.

shown in degrees

Estimated accuracy: Estimated accuracy of the
position fix is shown in meters.

Mode: Position mode that can be: 0 for no
solution, 2D for two dimensional, 3D for three
dimensional solution and RD for dead reckon-
ing.

Error: Estimated horizontal position error.
Range is from 0.0 to 400.0 meters.

HDOP: Horizontal dilution of precision values
are between 0.1 and 49.9, while -1 indicates
no data.

COMPASS VIEW

The compass view consists of the following data
fields, that are constantly being updated when
there is some movement.

e Compass view: Moving direction is shown in
analogical way. If there is no movement, i.e.
the GPS stays at the same place all the time,
the compass arrow will disappear, and the
view is not updated.

e Course: Moving direction is shown digitally in
the units that you can select and change in
Phone settings. See setting distance, speed, alti-
tude and position on page 51.

OPTIONS FOR GPS MONITOR
All these views have the same GPS options, which
can be accessed by pressing @.

Turning the GPS profile off

Select Set GPS profile. Select GPS off profile. To se-
lect GPS profiles you can also press Profiles.

Turning the GPS profile on

Select Set GPS profile. Select a profile in which the
GPS is set on. To select GPS profiles you can also
press W= Profiles.
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Refreshing position

Select Position refresh. GPS is set to full power un-
til navigation data is refreshed.

Resetting GPS
Select GPS reset. GPS is set to full power until po-
sition is reset and navigation data refreshed.

Sending position

You can send your position to someone by SMS.
Select Send. Key in the contact number or choose
it from the contact list by selecting " Add. The
position will be sent as latitude and longitude co-
ordinates. You can also write your own text after
the coordinates. Confirm sending by pressing

Yes.

ADJUSTING SETTINGS

In order to change settings for GPS profiles, se-
lect Settings, GPS profiles. For more information,
see gps profiles on page 60.

Twig Alert

With Twig Alert application you can have your

phone make emergency call or send emergency

message to a pre-determined number. Press @ to

launch the application and confirm by pressing
Yes.

The emergency cycle can also be launched by
pressing the alert key Ill. See keys and other out-
er parts on page 9. Note that pressing the alert key
activates Twig Alert only if the phone is powered
on.

When Twig Alert call is on, you can cancel it by
pressing and holding .

To set Twig Alert on, you need to define settings
for Twig Alert key, Calls and Messages. You can also
define some Effects for Twig Alert. See twig alert
settings on page 61.

Using Twig Alert also requires that there is a valid
SIM card in the phone.

Note that Twig Alert is a secondary emergency aid
feature and cannot be considered as a substitute
for calling to your local emergency number. For
information about normal emergency calls, see
emergency calls on page 90.
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NORMAL PHONE CALLS DURING TWIG ALERT
If Twig Alert is active while trying to make a nor-
mal phone call, a notification will be displayed
asking whether you want to cancel the Twig Alert
and continue with the normal call.

If you want to continue with the normal call,
choose E® Yes.

To cancel the normal call and continue with the
emergency call, choose &= No.

SIM mailbox numbers (CPHS)

SIM mailbox numbers are listed in here. They pro-
vide a shortcut for calling to listed mailboxes. You
can make a call to linel voice mailbox, line2 voice
mailbox, fax mailbox and data mailbox. Highlight
the desired mailbox and press &= Call. Note that
you need a SIM card that supports CPHS and
mailbox numbers.

SIM information numbers (CPHS)

SIM information numbers are listed in here. You
can make a call to an information number by
pressing =) Call. Note that you need a SIM card
that supports CPHS and information numbers.
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EXTRAS

Press ®, select Extras. To enter the menu grid
while in idle state, you can also press ©.

The menu contains these applications: Calculator,
Currency converter, Notepad and Clock. Select an
application by highlighting it and pressing @.

To exit an application, press B Exit.

Calculator

With the calculator application you can perform
basic mathematical operations, such as addition,
subtraction, multiplication and division. You can
also use decimal points.

The maximum size of a number is 12 digits, ex-
cluding decimal and negative signs.

This calculator has limited accuracy and rounding
errors may occur, especially in long divisions.

USING CALCULATOR

e Enter numbers by pressing the corresponding
alphanumeric keys.

e Select an operator by pressing the corre-
sponding key (e.g. to enter + sign press the
key &) until the operator is displayed. You

With the Currency converter application you can
make conversions between different currencies.
As a default there are two active currencies, EUR
and USD in the conversion list. Initially EUR is the
base currency. The currencies can be changed.

To change an active currency, highlight the cur-
rency that you wish to replace. Press 8. Highlight
Select new currency. Scroll the selection list, high-
light the desired currency and press @.

To add a new currency in the selection list, press
©. Select Currencies&rates. Select New currency.
Key in name and rate and press Save.

If neither of the active currencies is the base cur-
rency, two conversion calculations are needed on
the background to achieve the wanted conversion
result. This can cause some inaccuracy in the re-
sult, depending on the rates in use.

To set a new base currency, press 8. Select Cur-

rencies&rates. Select the desired currency. Select

Set as base and confirm your choice by pressing
Yes.

Note that as you change the base currency, all
rates will be recalculated. The rate of the base

currency is set to 1.00. You cannot delete or edit
current base currency.

To edit the name and rate of a currency, press 8.

Save changes by pressing Save.

To delete a currency, press @. Select Curren-
cies&rates and select the currency that you wish
to delete. Select Delete and confirm your choice
by pressing Yes.

To delete several currencies or all currencies (ex-
cept the base currency) at once, press 8. Select
Currencies&rates and select a currency. Select De-
lete more... If you highlight Select, you can pick up
currencies that you wish to delete. Confirm your
choice by pressing .

Making conversions: Press &= calculate. Key in
the value of the currency that you want to con-
vert. Instantly you will see how much money it is
in the other active currency.
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Notepad

With the Notepad application you can create, read
and edit notes. When you open the Notepad, a list
of notes is displayed. Notes are arranged in re-
verse chronological order.

e To create a new note: Highlight New note and
press @. Key in the text and press Save.

e To view an existing note, press =y Open.

e To edit a note, highlight the desired note and
press B.

- Editing a note: Edit the text and press L — |
Save.

- Sending a note: Select the carriage: Via
SMS, Via MMS, Via E-mail or Via Bluetooth.

- Deleting a note: Confirm deletion by press-
ing =y

- Deleting several notes at once: Select the
notes that you want to delete or delete all
notes. Confirm your choice.

Clock

With the Clock application you can view the clock
information and set up alarm clocks. Open the ap-
plication by pressing @.

The application consists of the following parallel
views: Clock and Time zones. You can switch from
a view to another by pressing <] left/right.

To exit the application, press E=® Exit.

CLOCK

You can view current time, time zone, date and
the next alarm that will occur. Select Set clock or
Alarms by pressing 8.

Setting clock
Time, date and time zone formats are defined in
Settings. For more information, see setting date and
time on page 50.

Setting alarms

You can set three alarms. To set an alarm, press
. To edit an alarm, highlight it and press
Edit.
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e To activate the alarm, press -] left/right to
select On or Off. When the alarm is activated,
alarm icon will be shown on stand-by mode.

e To set alarm time, press @, key in the time
and press BN Save. Note that if you change
active time zone later on, the alarm time
won’t be reset automatically. The alarm is
always operated according to the active time
zone.

e To set repeat, press -] left/right to select
Once, Daily or Select days. By selecting Select
days, you can also pick up the weekdays for
repetition. Press @, check boxes as you like
and press By Save. If you do not pick up spe-
cific days, repeat is set for every day.

e To set snooze, press -] left/right to select Off,
5min, 10min or 30min.

About alarm clock alerts

When the alarm sounds, a wake up notification in-
cluding current time is shown and alarm tone is
played. If the phone is turned off at the time, the
alarm sounds and it will be switched on.

When the alert takes place, you can activate
snooze by pressing . As the snooze interval is
over, new alert will be played. Snooze alert can

be repeated several times. You can turn the
snooze alert off by pressing =

Snooze time can be adjusted or turned off in
alarm settings (see above). Alarm tone is select-
ed in Sound profiles. For more information, see
connectivity on page 53.

If there is an incoming call, outgoing call or active
call at the same time when alarm is about to oc-
cur, the alarm will be delayed.

Managing multiple alarms: Alarm tone is played
until new or snooze alarm interrupts it or it reach-
es its normal duration limit. All alarms must be
turned off individually.

TIME ZONES

You have two different time zones: Home and Vis-

iting.

e To activate time zone: Highlight the time zone
and press Use.

e To view or edit time and date settings: High-
light the time zone and press . Select Set
clock. For more information, see setting date
and time on page 50.
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FUN

Press ®, select Fun folder. To enter the menu grid
while in idle state, you can also press B.

The folder contains the Pictures application,
Sounds application and several games. Select an
application by highlighting it and pressing @.

To exit an application, press B3,

Pictures

The Pictures application contains all the pictures,
that you have received via Bluetooth, E-mail, or
MMS and detached in here. There are also few
preset model pictures. This application also con-
tains pictures that are stored in memory card.

Initially pictures are shown as thumbnail size and
listed in reverse chronological order in the main
view. You can reorganize pictures by creating
folders and moving pictures in the folders as you
like. All picture folders are located on the bottom
rowes of the main view and mutually listed in al-
phabetical order. Memory card, if in use, is listed
at the bottommost row in main view.

Within phone’s memory, you cannot create sec-
ond-level sub-folders by making or moving fold-
ers. Within memory card the number of sub-
folder levels is not limited.

VIEWING PICTURES
To view a picture in normal screen, press =y
Open.

To switch from normal screen to full screen and
vice versa, press L~}

To view all pictures in normal screen - one after
another - press & left or right until the first or
last picture in the list is shown.

To rotate a picture, first open the picture in nor-
mal or full screen, press 8 and select Rotate.

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BATTERY INFORMATION

BATTERY TYPES AND SIZES
e Standard: Li-Ion 1000mAh

TEMPERATURE
Batteries function best at room temperature
(+20°0C).

At temperatures below 0°C, use a battery which
is freshly recharged.

At temperatures below -25°C the battery will not
supply power and the phone cannot be used.
Upon warming up, the phone will function proper-
ly again.

Use of the phone is prevented at temperatures
above +60°C to ensure equipment safety. After
cooling off, the phone will function properly.

At room temperature (+20°C) the Li-Ion battery
loses more than 15% of its capacity in a month.
During the first two days the loss of a capacity is
usually several percent.

Higher temperatures will accelerate the discharg-
ing process.

EMPTY BATTERY

The battery symbol W is located on the top row
of the display. The more “full” the symbol is, the
more charge is in the battery.

When the battery is almost empty a beep is heard
and the text Battery low will be displayed.

If the display backlight is off, low battery may be
indicated by blinking red led. For more informa-
tion, see selecting display settings on page 50.

When the battery is totally empty the power will
turn off. Charge the battery or replace it with a
recharged battery.

MAINS CHARGER
The mains charger should only be used indoors.
Make sure that the voltage in the country which
you are staying corresponds to the voltage (230
V) of the charger.

Plug the charger into a mains outlet.
will start automatically.

Charging

The mains charger is usually provided with the
phone, but it is also available as an accessory.
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CHARGING TIME

Charging time depends on what kind of charger
and battery you have in use. E.g. when charging
the Li-Ion batteries with the quick charger, about
70% of the battery capacity will be charged
quickly, but charging the remaining 30% takes a
relatively longer time.

Approximate charging time for the standard bat-
tery when using the standard mains charger is
about 2 hours or even less, measured at room
temperature (+20°C) with the GPS turned off.

ABOUT CHARGING

The phone will turn on to charging only mode
when the charger is connected. However, when
charging a totally empty battery, the phone may
not turn on immediately.

The ideal temperature range for charging is
+10°...+30°C. If charging the battery above or
below these temperatures the life of the battery
may be shortened. Also, the battery may not
reach full capacity.

The phone and the battery can be left in the
charger even for several days without damage.

When charging, the display will repeatedly show
the battery becoming full. The movement will
stop when the battery is fully charged or the
phone is disconnected from the charger.

Note that if you change the battery to another
battery, the battery indicator JJ may not show
correct charge status automatically. To reset the
battery indicator to correspond with the "new"
battery, you must charge the "new" battery until
it is full.

MAINTAINING AND STORING BATTERIES
Note, that if you use an old battery, the continu-
ous operating time is less than when using a new
battery.

The battery must be cared for and stored properly
to ensure that the battery reaches and maintains
the fullest possible capacity. Proper care and
storage also guarantee maximum battery life.

Sometimes a new or a long-stored battery has a
voltage that is so low that the phone will not turn
on immediately after you have fitted the battery.
Wait and the phone will turn on after a few mo-
ments.
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When storing batteries for a long time, it is rec-
ommended that the batteries are kept cool and
fully charged in a dry place.

DISPOSAL

Li-Ion batteries do not contain heavy metals
which can damage the environment. Batteries
should be disposed of according to the country-
specific regulations.

TIPS TO SAVE POWER

To conserve battery, you may consider the follow-

ing:

e Keep the GPS receiver Off when you do not
need it for navigation or using location-based
services.

e Set the GPS receiver on some power saving
mode when you do not need the best possible
accuracy and reliability provided by the Full
power mode.

e Adjust lights according to your needs.

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IMPORTANT SAFETY
INFORMATION

Care and maintenance

NOTE: The instructions below apply to the device,
its accessories, batteries in use as well as batter-
ies taken out of use.

Dust and dirt may damage the moving parts
of the device. Do not use or keep the device in
dusty or dirty surroundings.

Do not open the device or battery by yourself
or pierce holes in it.

Rough handling may break the circuitry inside
the device. Do not drop, knock, twist or shake
the device or its battery.

Keep the device dry. Liquids contain minerals
which could corrode electronic circuits. If the
device gets wet, turn it off and dry the device
and the battery immediately. Put the device
into an upright position and let it dry. It is rec-
ommended that a dealer or service personnel
check that the device functions properly.

Do not allow water onto the device unneces-
sarily or immerse it in water.

Protect the device from heat. High tempera-
tures may shorten the life of the electronical
devices, melt or warp plastics and damage
batteries. Do not warm up the device or bat-
tery or use it near fire.

Do not short-circuit the battery. Exposing the
metal strips of the battery to a close contact
with a metallic object, such as a coin, a clip or
a set of keys can cause accidental short-cir-
cuiting and damage the battery.

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Safety and precautions

EMERGENCY CALLS

The device is an aid and should never be relied
upon as an only emergency device. Its function-
ality is dependent on GSM network and GPS sat-
ellites which may not be available all the time.

To make emergency calls, the device must be
turned on and located in an area with adequate
GSM network signal strength. Making specific
emergency call to pre-configured numbers also
requires GPS satellite coverage and a valid SIM-
card.

Emergency calls may not be possible on all GSM
phone networks or when certain network services
or phone features are in use. In unclear cases,
consult the network operator.

Dialing emergency number

GENERAL

e Traffic: Strictly adhere to all eventual Euro-
pean and national legislation and also adhere
to other eventual safety recommendations
when using the device while driving a vehicle.
Place the device in its holder, do not leave it
on the passenger seat or some other place
where it can break loose in a collision or a
sudden stop. When receiving a call in an awk-
ward driving situation, you must always put
safety before other priorities and courtesy. If
you feel uncomfortable about using a device
while driving, you should not use it.

¢ Vehicles with air bags: An air bag inflates with
great force. Do not place objects, including
either installed or portable wireless devices, in
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the area over the air bag or in the air bag
deployment area.

External alert: The use of the alert device to
operate a vehicle’s lights or horn on public
roads is not permitted.

Children: Keep the device and its accessories
away from small children to avoid causing
injury to themselves or others. Damage to the
device or its accessories is also thus avoided.

Any
other usage will invalidate any approval given
to this apparatus and may be dangerous.

Power cord: Disconnect the power cord of any
accessory by holding and pulling the plug, not
the cord.

Other accessories: Any other accessories used
should also be approved by the device manu-
facturer.

Connections: All installations, connections and
service regarding the device, its power supply
and accessories should be approved by the
device manufacturer.

Magnetic fields: The device contains small mag-
netic components. Even though the magnetic
fields of the components are weak, they might
damage magnetic cards, such as bank and
credit cards.

Storing positions: Position information is stored
correctly in the device when the GPS is turned
off (from the GPS menu) or powered off (by
pressing the topmost side key).

RADIO FREQUENCY (RF) ENERGY

Normal operation: Hold the phone as you would
hold any other phone, with the antenna
pointed up and over your shoulder. Do not
touch the antenna unnecessarily when the
phone is in use, because it affects call quality
and may cause the phone to operate at a
higher power level than needed.

Aircrafts: Turn your device off before boarding
any aircraft and do not use the device while in

Automatically sent telematics messages are only
allowed to authorised numbers configured in the
device. Such numbers can be, e.g. emergency
and service center numbers.

Position of the device is retrieved by the GPS.

Deliveries of all MPTP messages is fully handled
by and in the responsibility of the GSM network
operator and services can vary substantially.

The charge of a protocol message is determined
on the contract by the service provider.

GPS

The Global Positioning System (GPS) is operated by
the government of the United States, which is
solely responsible for its accuracy and mainte-
nance. The system is subject to changes that
could affect the accuracy and performance of all
GPS equipment.

MAPS

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VOCABULARY OF TERMS

SIM CARD

The SIM card is supplied by your network provid-
er. It contains all subscriber information, for ex-
ample, vyour international mobile subscriber
identity (IMSI) number. The SIM card memory
can store contact information.

If your SIM card gets lost, contact your netword
provider immediately to prevent any unautho-
rized use of the SIM.

A phone without SIM card can be used only for
emergency calls, though some other features,
like GPS, will work normally.

PIN CODE

The PIN (personal identity number) code is used
to protect your SIM card and prevent it's unau-
thorized use. The PIN code consists of 4 or 8 num-
bers and it's normally supplied with the SIM card.

When you turn on your phone, it prompts to enter
the PIN code. Your can disable the Ask PIN code
option from the menu, but it’'s recommended that
you keep it on. You can change the PIN code in
the menu.

If the correct PIN code is not entered after three
attempts, the SIM card will be disabled. You need
PUK code to enable the PIN code and the SIM
card.

PIN2 CODE

The PIN2 code is needed for setting and resetting
certain SIM functions and network features, such
as call costs, call barrings and fixed dialing num-
bers. If you enter the PIN2 code incorrectly three
times, it will be disabled.

The PIN2 (4 or 8 numbers) code is provided by
your network operator.

PUK CODE

The PUK code is used to open the disabled SIM
card. The 8-digit PUK code is normally supplied
with the SIM card.

The SIM card will be permanently disabled after
entering wrong PUK code ten times. After that
only emergency calls can be made. To get a new
SIM card, you need to contact your network oper-
ator.
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PUK2 CODE

The PUK2 code is used to open the disabled PIN2
code. The 8-digit PUK2 code is supplied with the
PIN2 code.

In case your PIN2 gets lost, contact your network
operator.

CPHS

The CPHS (Common [Personal Communication
Network] Handset Specification) is a package of
services that depend on your SIM card.

The CPHS is provided by your network operator.

IMEI CODE

An IMEI (International Mobile Equipment Identi-
ty) code is used to identify the mobile phone. The
IMEI code can be found on thetype label of the
phone or you can key in the string *#06# to view
the code.

It's recommended that you write down the IMEI
code and store it in a safe place. This will help
prevent unauthorized use of your phone if it gets
lost or stolen.

NETWORK CODE

The network code is needed for certain network
services, e.g. call barring. The network code (4
digits) is supplied by your network operator.

You can change the network code in the menu.

PHONE CODE

The phone code (4-8 digits) is used to prevent un-
authorized use of the phone. The phone code is a
security code that is associated with the phone it-
self, not with the SIM card.

You can lock the phone by pressing ® down and
selecting Lock phone from the options list.
