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1.2 Installing the SIM Card, Battery, and Storage Card

Always turn off your phone before installing or replacing the SIM card, battery, and storage card. You
also need to remove the back cover before you can install the SIM card and battery.

To remove the back cover

1 Make sure the phone is furned off.

2 Hold the phone sideways with the control buttons on the right, then slide the display panel up to
reveal the keyboard.

SIM card

1.11  Adjusting the Volume

Adjusting the Ringer volume changes the volume level of the phone ring fone, whereas adjusting the
Media volume changes the volume level of sound notifications and music or video playback. The
ringer volume and media volume can be separately adjusted.

To adjust the Ringer volume

You can adjust the Ringer volume when you are on the Home screen or any application screens
(except during a call or when playing music/video).

1 Press the VOLUME UP or VOLUME DOWN buttons on the left panel of the phone to adjust the ringer
volume fo your desired level. The Ringer volume window appears on the screen to display the
volume levels.

2 While in the lowest ringer volume level, press VOLUME DOWN once to set your phone to Vibrate

mode. The phone vibrates and the vibrate mode icon ”Df, appears on the status bar.

This means, with the keyboard open, you can open the menu using
your left hand (press the MENU key) and select a menu option with your right (roll and click the
TRACKBALL).

ALT key

To type the characters shown in color on some of the keys, press the ALT key first, then press the key
showing the special character. For example, if you need to type a double quote (*), press the ALT key,
then press the “k" key [ALT + k].

* To type a series of special characters, lock the ALT key by pressing it twice. The cursor shape

changes while the ALT key is locked: | You there?| -
* Unlock the ALT key by pressing it once again.

SHIFT key

There are two SHIFT keys on your phone; one on the far left and the other on the far right of the lower
row of keys. Press the SHIFT key while typing a letter to type the letter's capital. On number or symbol
keys, pressing the SHIFT key causes the special character to appear.

¢ To type a series of characters in all caps, lock the SHIFT key by pressing it twice. The cursor shape
changes while the SHIFT key is locked.
¢ Unlock the SHIFT key by pressing it once again.

@ key

When you type an email address, the “at” symbol (@) separates the username from the domain; for
example, username@domain.com. Use the @ key (located in the bottom row of keys, just to the left of
the SPACEBAR) to insert the @ symbol in an email address.

To enable or disable Airplane mode

e By default, Bluetooth is turned off. If you turn it on, then turn off your phone, Bluetooth also furns off.

e  Turn off Bluetooth when not in use to conserve battery power, or in places where using a wireless
device is prohibited, such as on board an aircraft and in hospitals.

Touch Emergency Dial and enter the following sequence on the keypad:
**05* [PUK code] * [new PIN] * [new PIN] #

For example, if your PUK code is 888888 and you would like to reset the PIN on your SIM card to 7777,
enter the following into Emergency Dial: **05*888888*7777*7777 #

Protect your phone with a screen lock

You can further secure your data by locking the screen and/or requiring a screen unlock pattern every
fime your phone is turned on or every time it wakes up from sleep mode (screen is off).

To lock the screen

Press the END CALL/POWER button. Locking the screen prevents accidental screen touches when the
phone is in your bag, purse, or pocket.

Note To unlock the screen, press one of the buttons in front of the phone, and then press MENU and
enter your screen unlock pafttern.
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To create and enable the screen unlock pattern

You can increase the security of your phone by creating a screen unlock pattern. When enabled, you
have to draw the correct unlock pattern on the screen to unlock the phone’s control buttons and
fouch screen.

10.4 Software Updates

10.6 Resetting the Phone

Resetting the phone deletes all data, including downloaded applications, and resets the phone back
fo its initial state—the state before you turned on the phone for the first fime.

Important Make sure to back up important data you have on the phone before you perform a factory
data reset.

Note For Android Market applications that you purchased, you can download and install them again
on the phone. Refer to “Purchasing an application” on page 97 for more details.

To reset the phone

1 Press HOME > MENU, and then touch Settings.

2 Scroll down the screen, then touch SD card & phone storage.

3 Navigate to the Internal phone storage section, then touch Factory data reset.

4 On the Factory data reset screen, touch Reset phone. If prompted, enter your screen unlock
pattern, then touch Erase everything.

Tip If your phone hangs or freezes, remove the battery, then wait for a few seconds, and then re-installl
it. After re-installing the battery, turn on the phone.
